Ribbons 1st through 6th will be awarded in all classes
1. Pleasure Driving:  Judged on equine.

2. Super Reinsmanship:  Judged on driver.  (A simple pattern will be posted at the show.)

3. Long Line Obstacles:  Timed.  Equine to be long-lined through a series of 3 or 4 obstacles at a walk or trot.  Equine may be in harness or wearing a surcingle.  Times will be announced.

4. Driven Obstacles:  Timed.  Equine to be driven through a series of 6 to 8 obstacles.  Each knock down will add 5 seconds to your time.  Times will be announced.

5. Ribbon Race:  Timed.  Drive a simple course connected to a second turnout by a ribbon.  Timing stops when both turnouts cross the finish line.  Elimination occurs when ribbon breaks or either driver lets go of the ribbon. .Times will be announced.
6. Pole Weaving:  Timed.  Weave in and out of poles to far end of arena and weave back.  Each knock down will add 5 seconds to your time.  May long line this class.  Times will be announced.

7. Cones: Timed.  Each knock down will add 5 seconds to your time.  May long line this class. Times will be announced.

8. Musical Buckets:  Played as musical chairs.  Carriages proceed at trot around outside of cones to music.  When music stops, driver halts carriage and then groom exits carriage and dashes to and sits on one of upturned buckets in center of arena.  Driver, carriage, and equine to remain on outside of cones.  
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Directions:  From the 210 Freeway take the Roxford Exit, turn south (away from hills), Turn right on Foothill, then right on Glenoaks, then left into Stetson Ranch.
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
