Recently, 

the cemetery, started in 1884, 

received a $5,000 grant from 

the Natôl.

For $50. you 

can buy an engraved brick 

with your familyôs name, or 

saying.  Plans are in the works 

for tree planting, and benches 

and to open it up for educa-

tional tours.  I think Corral 12 

should purchase a brick in 

honor of our friend, and val-

ued Corral 12 member, Edie.
