As told by the rider who was attacked. Jodi Pavlovich. Here is her description of the
people, dogs and what happened.

Looking east up the road toward Gabrielino
Park, she notice that the two Hispanic men were still walking back-and-forth in the same location behind Gabrielino Park
but this time, she saw the dogs were unleashed.

The dogs saw her and began running toward her, growling and barking. Jodi stood tall in
her Western saddle to make herself and horse Atticus look larger. The two smaller dogs
slowed and appeared to back off, but the large dog kept coming, which caused the smaller
two pit bulls to resume the attack. All three dogs were biting at her horse's legs. The
dogs tried to bite her horse's belly but were unable to get a hold. The attack was so
aggressive that Jodi felt the dogs would never stop. Atticus was striking and kicking. At
one point she ended up on his neck.

The two men running right behind the dogs toward Jodi saw the dogs attacking and tried
1o catch them, but appeared scared of Atticus. They were also yelling for the dogs but
were unable to control them. After about three minutes of fighting and them trying to stop
the dogs. they began yelling, "Run, Lady, run!”

Jodi turned westbound and Atticus began running, taking the 'L at the end of the road in a
gallop. The large dog continued to chase her up until the turn. Jodi and Atticus continued
to run until they reached the area under the freeway overpass where it gets rocky. They walked the rest of the way home
from there. Fortunately, she doesn't live far from Gabrielino Park.

After Jodi got home and told her boyfriend, Donald, about what happened, he went down to the park to look for the guys.
