ADVENTURE ON THE ANGELES CREST HIGHWAY

The daughter of one of Davidodos CPAB fri
Mount Wilson Observatory. She stays at the Observatory Monday through Fri-
day and comes down the hill for the weekend.

During that first heavy storm in January she left work on a Friday night, heading

down the hill which she knows like the back of her hand. In a heavy downpour,

with reduced visibility and fog, a huge wall of mud slid onto the road burying

her pickup truck up to the windows. She rolled down the drivers window,
grabbed her emergency backpack and clim
truck was being swept down the road by the mudflow. She jumped clear of the

truck down into the mud which felt like deep quicksand. She was buried above

her knees. She managed to wiggle free from her boots which were stuck in the

mud. She started to run down the road as fast as she could in her stocking feet

when a large tree fell in the road. (This is starting to sound like Lara Flynn, Tomb
Raider). She jumped over the tree trunk but suffered a puncture wound in her
shoulder from a large branch. She continued down the road until she arrived at

the ranger station on Angeles Crest Highway. The station was locked and dark,

but she broke a window with her emergency shovel and climbed inside. The
electricity was off but she managed to reach her mother on her cell phone. She
explained her plight; her mother immediately called 911 but the rescue crews

could not help her until daybreak the next morning. The rescue crew drove up
Angeles Crest Hwy. but was hindered by rock slides, debris, road wash outs and

thick mud but were finally able to reach her and bring her safely down the rest

of the way. Dondot know what happened t

Due to the dangerous road conditions, the county will not allow her to go to work
unless she has another person and two vehicles with her. A lot of Angeles Crest
IS now a one lane road. It may be a long time before the road is repaired and
safe and the highway is cleared of mudslides and debris.

Moral of this story: life is good if you carry an emergency backpack.
